Curating.info Fellowship – Application Pack

Deadline: 21 October 2011

What is it?

The Curating.info Fellowship is a paid opportunity for an individual to conduct curatorial research and produce an exhibition at the Centre for Contemporary Arts in Glasgow in 2012.  

Curating.info is the leading resource for curators of contemporary art on the web, providing information and editorial content to curators free of charge since its inception in 2006. In response to the need for paid hands-on experience in the field, Curating.info Founder and Editor-in-Chief Michelle Kasprzak designed the Curating.info Fellowship as a way to facilitate this essential experience. The inaugural Fellowship will take place in partnership with Centre for Contemporary Arts (CCA) Glasgow, a dynamic organisation in one of Europe’s most culturally-vibrant cities. The Fellowship is funded partly by CCA, and partly by the Curating.info community itself through a crowdfunding campaign.

Eligibility

To be eligible to apply, you must meet the following criteria:

· You have the legal right to live and work in the United Kingdom

· You have completed at least an undergraduate degree 

· You have a demonstrated commitment to pursuing a career as a curator
of contemporary art and/or craft

Curatorial collectives are not eligible. 

Ideal candidates

Ideal candidates for the Fellowship are emerging or mid-career curators who can demonstrate passion and fresh thinking in curating and writing about contemporary art, and who have a vision for what the role of the curator could be today. Ideal candidates would also benefit from the environment provided by the Centre for Contemporary Arts and the city of Glasgow.

How to submit

To submit your Fellowship application, you must:

· Complete and insert a scanned signature into the application form

· Write a statement, not exceeding 600 words, on what you believe is the most pressing issue facing working curators of contemporary art today. If you win the Fellowship, this statement will be published on Curating.info.

· Write a short plan, not exceeding 300 words, outlining the curatorial research/project you would undertake as Fellow, and how this project is relevant to your career path.

· Format your CV to be no more than 2 pages of A4, highlighting your strongest professional experience.

· Donate $20 or more to the Rockethub campaign for this Fellowship. (Note: larger donations are welcome, but will not increase your chances of obtaining a Fellowship.)

· Compile all of this information into a digital file that you will email to fellowship@curating.info no later than midnight on October 21, 2011.

Your application will be reviewed by Francis McKee, Director of the Centre for Contemporary Arts in Glasgow; Sally Tallant, Head of Programmes, Serpentine Gallery / Incoming Artistic Director & CEO, Liverpool Biennial; and Michelle Kasprzak, Founder and Editor-in-Chief of Curating.info. Decisions are final.

What are the details of the Fellowship?

The Fellow will work at the Centre for Contemporary Arts (CCA) in Glasgow, Scotland four days per week over the six month fellowship. The Fellow will define a curatorial project or body of curatorial research that they will undertake before they arrive, and this plan will be approved before they start.

CCA will offer general support and mentorship as the Fellow develops their project. The Fellow will participate in and contribute to normal CCA operations, as well as developing their project. The Fellow also has the opportunity to stage an exhibition in CCA’s galleries for their 2012 summer exhibition. The Fellow will be paid a flat fee of £8,000 which will be paid in three instalments: 25% at the start of the Fellowship, 25% at the mid-point, and 50% at the end.

As a Fellow, you are obliged to observe CCA's employment rules and guidelines; participate in team meetings and other activities like any other CCA employee; assist on other work at CCA as mutually agreed; and write two reports upon completion of the Fellowship: one for our internal use, evaluating the Fellowship experience, and one public report for us to publish on Curating.info.

· Your plan (300 words or less)

Explain what curatorial project and/or research you would like to pursue as part of the Fellowship, and how it is relevant to your career path.

· Completed and signed (insert a scanned signature) Application Form

· Donate to the Rockethub campaign (We will check for the minimum donation of $20; larger donations are welcome but do not impact your chances of obtaining a Fellowship.)
